UKI Canadian Spring and Fall Cups

General Information /Requirements:
Canada has been split into 4 regions:
1. BC/Yukon – “West Coast”
2. Alberta/Saskatchewan/Manitoba/NWT “Prairie”
3. Ontario/Quebec “East”
4. New Brunswick/Nova Scotia/Newfoundland/PEI “Atlantic”
In any given competition year eight (8) cups can be held; two per region, per season (Fall & Spring). In the event an individual region cannot host two cups, two sub-regions have been created. Additional cups can be held anywhere within the sub-region when that individual region was not able to host.

Two sub-regions:
1. BC/Yukon /Alberta/Saskatchewan/Manitoba/NWT

2. Ontario/Quebec/ New Brunswick/Nova Scotia/Newfoundland/PEI

Fall and Spring Cups are sanctioned by UK Agility International. UK Agility International “Rules and Regulations” apply to the entire event. All competitors, judges, organizers, spectators, volunteers, and dogs must comply with the rules at all times. This show will run under the 3rd edition UKI Rules and Regulations, and any posted amended rules on the UKI web page, and Cup Premium.
General Competition Rules:
· This event is open to all dogs and handlers irrespective of their level in UKI and their organization affiliation.

· There is no pre-qualification necessary to enter classes.
· Dogs and handlers do not need to be UKI members, but a UKI account must be created to enter the event. This can be created online at www.ukagilityinternational.com.
· Cumulative events will be run in strict running order. Running orders will be assigned for the first class of each event. The following classes will be run in reverse order based on the scores from the first class. 

· UKI reserves the right to rule at the event on anything not covered in these rules.

Jump Heights:
Dogs will run in the height they are measured into based on the chart below. Handlers reverse the right to “up jump” their dog as they see fit.

Level Progression:
For the newly registered handler and dog, for regular titling classes (International and Speedstakes). If an UKI event has not been held within 4 months within 175 miles (282kms) the handler can apply to UKI to have their dog moved up to match event run in another organization.

Cup Events:
· The cup will include current WAO pointed events, in addition to regular classes needed for byes and/or prequalification for the Canadian UKI Open. All jump heights, including select, will be offered for all events.
· Q’s earned in events classified as OPEN will allow for qualification at the current level in titling.

Agility Biathlon - 1 Jumping & 1 Agility round
Games Biathlon - Gamble & Snooker
Speed Stakes - 2 rounds of Speedstakes
In addition to at least 1 round of each but not limited to:
Master Series Heat - 1 Agility and 1 Jumping round
Standard Agility – offered at all levels  (Nursery, Beginner/Novice, Senior/Champion)
Regular Jumping – offered at all levels  (Nursery, Beginner/Novice, Senior/Champion)

***PLEASE NOTE***
Beginner/Novice 
· May run the same course.
· Beginner dogs just need to be highlighted to the Judge as refusals do not count for that level. Or the scribe should be briefed to clear mark refusals. Refusals will be removed at the scoring table in the event the classes are run together.
· Scored as separate classes for titling purposes.
Senior/Championship 
· May run the same course.
· Scored as separate classes for titling purposes.
Course Maps:

At least 4 large copies of the day’s runs must be posted for competitors to view; no individual copies will be handed out. Highlights of particular games rules will be on the corresponding course map.
 

If the host club chooses to offer Mulligan Runs (a chance to do the current course over) the next course will not be available for posting until the last dog finishes the Mulligan run

Scoring:
Agility Biathlon

· Entry open to ALL UKI Levels.

· Consists of a Jumping round and an Agility round with the results combined.

· Running order for the second round will be in the reverse order from the first round results.

· Cumulative scoring - least faults wins with time as tie breaker only, in all aspects of the Biathlon.

· In the event of a tie for the Agility Biathlon Champion, the scores from the Agility round will determine the winner. If there is still a tie, the dogs will compete in a run-off on the Agility course.

· Eliminations will not be placed in the Agility Biathlon and scored as 160.
· A no-show in either class will result in disqualification from the Agility Biathlon, including prizes and awards and scored as 1000.
Games Challenge

· Entry open to dogs in ALL UKI levels.

· Consists of a Gamble round and a Snooker round with the results combined.

· Running order for the second round will run in reverse order from the first round results.

· Cumulative scoring - highest number of points wins with time as tie breaker.
· Eliminations (dogs not stopping the timers) will score 0 points with a 60-second course time.
· A no-show in either class will result in disqualification from the Games Challenge, including prizes and awards.
Speed Stakes Challenge

· Entry open to ALL UKI levels
· Consists of 2 Speed Stakes rounds with the results combined.

· Running order for round 2 will be in reverse order of round 1 results
· Cumulative scoring; least faults wins with time as the tie breaker
· In the event of a tie for the Speed Stakes Challenge, the scores from round 2 will determine the winner. 

· Eliminations will not be placed in the Speed Stakes Challenge and scored as 160.
· A no-show in either class will result in disqualification from the Speed Stakes Challenge, including prizes and awards and scored as 1000.
Earning Q’s for Nationals 2016 at the Cups:
All Byes earned between July 19, 2015 and July 4, 2016 will qualify the handler and dog for entry in to the

Bye event at the 2016 Canadian Open. 

Masters Series Heat Bye (Pink Certificate): A Master Series Heat consists of two rounds – one Jumping and one Agility. Individual Winners of the Agility & Jumping Rounds will each earn a bye, as well as the Winners of the overall results from the two combined classes (using the chart listed below). The Winners of these byes will qualify for the UKI "Master Series Final" event at the UKI Canadian Open.

1-5 dogs entered in class:1st and 2nd

6-10 dogs entered in class: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd

10+ dogs entered in class: 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th

If the dog does not qualify at a local Masters Series Heat, there will be a Last Chance Heat at the 2016 Canadian Open. Finalists will only be allowed to run in the height they qualified at. The Final must be run by the same dog and handler team that qualified. Qualification must occur in Canada.

Canadian National Round 2 Bye (Yellow Certificate): UKI "Canadian National Round 2" bye requires three Agility clear rounds (3 Q's) and two Jumping clear rounds (2 Q's). The Q’s can be earned from current level (not available for Nursery) at Canadian UKI Agility events, including Cups and Master Series Heats.

Clear rounds must be in the jump height the dog will be running in the Canadian National. This event must be run by the same dog and handler team that received the clear rounds. If the dog does not receive a bye into Round 2 they may still enter Round 1 without any prequalification. Clear rounds must be occur in Canada.

UKI Games Biathlon (Green Certificate): Two qualifying Game rounds are required to enter the "Games Biathlon" at the Canadian Open. This includes Snooker, Gamble, Power & Speed, and Snakes & Ladders.

Qualifying rounds can be earned at any level, but must be earned in the jump height the dog will be running at the Canadian Open. These qualifying rounds must be run by the same dog and handler team, and must occur in Canada. Without this qualification you CAN NOT enter the Games Biathlon event at the Canadian Open.
Awards:
Qualifying ribbons shall be red, white and blue; or combination; or single colour; and must have “Clear Round” or “Qualifying Round” imprinted on them. Each qualifying score (Q) shall be awarded a qualifying ribbon. 
Flat ribbons will be awarded for individual placements up to 4th place of each class and shall be provided in the following way: 

Minimum Ribbon Structure 

Classes of 5 and under: Clear Round ribbons only 

Classes of 6 -10: 1st Place ribbon, and Clear Round ribbons 

Classes of 11-20: 1st & 2nd Place ribbons, and Clear Round ribbons
Classes of 21 and over: 1st, 2nd, 3rd, & 4th Place ribbons, and Clear Round ribbons 

A qualifying score (Q) must be gained to be awarded a placement ribbon or Clear Round ribbon. 

For all Nursery classes, Clear Round ribbons/rosettes will be awarded only.
Titling rosettes will be provided by each host club for all new titles earned. It is the responsibility of the competitor to notify the host club of move ups and titles. Same day move ups are at the discretion of the host club. Any other individual awards are at the discretion of the host club.
The organizers of the Cups will provide an opportunity for WAO team members to fundraising at the event, whenever possible. Fundraising efforts could be but not limited to a raffle table, draw, 50/50, concession, etc.
From the WAO pointed events (Speedstakes Challenge, Games Challenge & Biathlon Agility) $1 per run will be donated to the team manager/coach and $.50 per run will be donated to team total. The total amount ($1.50 per run) will be sent to the team manager within two weeks of the event date. The organizer is asked to post to UKI Canada Facebook group the total amount donated.
